 Paint the top third of the outside of the mug and handle with a generous coat of Oyster Shell. 
 Next, paint the middle third of the outside of the mug and handle with a generous coat of Rain
Cloud. Allow it to overlap with the Oyster Shell.  
 Paint the bottom third of the mug with Creek Bed allowing it to overlap with the Rain Cloud. 
 Repeat steps 1-3 again. 
 Paint the inside of the mug with 2 heavy coats of Deep Water. 
 Finally, paint the bottom of the mug with 2 heavy coats of Deep Water

 Paint the top half of the outside of the glass with a generous coat of Smoked Lilac.
 Next, paint the bottom half of the glass with a generous coat of Deep Water. Allow it to overlap with
the Smoked Lilac. 
  Repeat steps 1-2 again. 
 Paint the inside of the glass with 2 heavy coats of Rain Cloud.
.  Finally, paint the bottom of the glass with 2 heavy coats of Creek Bed.

These pieces would look gorgeous painted with any of the Elements glazes. We chose these for their cool
gray and purple tones.
